To whom it may concern

Maurice Sango is a 28 year old man from Zimbabwe. He has been trying to claim asylum in the UK since July 2007. He was forced to flee Zimbabwe after his house was burned down and his fiancé was beaten by government forces. 

To get into the UK he used a South African passport. The British Home Office are refusing to believe he is Zimbabwean and are trying to forcibly return Maurice to South Africa.

Maurice was detained just as his lawyer was about to present fresh evidence that Maurice was in deed a Zimbabwean national and not from South Africa including documentary evidence of his true nationality.
I believe that removing Maurice to South Africa at this stage would be against existing Home Office guidelines for South African dispute nationality cases.
If he is returned to South Africa Maurice will face possible detention and forced return to Zimbabwe where he will be arrested for being a member of the Movement for Democratic Change, beaten, tortured and possibly killed by the Zimbabwean COI forces or Zanu PF militias.

We call on you not to fly Maurice to South Africa as there is a real possibility that this man will be killed if he is sent back to Zimbabwe.

Please intervene to stop Maurice being flown to Johannesburg
